The Roman mosaic from Lod, Israel was discovered in 
1996 during highway construction in Lod (formerly 
Lydda). A rescue excavation was immediately 
conducted by the Israel Antiquities Authority, revealing 
a series of mosaic floors measuring approximately 50 
feet long by 27 feet wide. Removed from the ground in 
September 2009, the large central square panel and 
two adjacent rectangular panels will be exhibited at the 
Legion of Honor in San Francisco. No-host lunch in the 
museum café.
